Daniel McGowan is an environmental
activist who was arrested and charged in federal
court on multiple counts of arson and con-
spiracy, relating to the arson of Superior
Lumber company in Glendale, Oregon on
January 2, 2001 and Jefferson Poplar Farms in
Clatskanie, Oregon on May 21, 2001, claimed
by the Earth Liberation Front. He was sentenced
to 7 years and 1.9 million in restitution. He is
being held in a communication management
unit which restricts is access to phone and
visits from loved ones.

New York mnative McGowan has
worked on many activist issues including
military counter-recruitment, demonstra-
tions against the Republican National Con-
vention, the Really Really Free market, and
the support of prisoners such as Jeff Luers
and others, and domestic abuse issues.

In the 1990s, Alvaro was the
national coordinator of the Ricardo Aldape
Guerra Defense Committee, which led the
struggle to free Mexican national Aldape
Guerra from Texas' death row after bein
framed by Houston police. Alvaro did loca
Houston and national organizing around the
case, and was instrumentaﬁ in winning Adalpe
Guerra's freedom from prison. In March
1993, Alvaro was a NGO delegate before the
4.9th session of the United Nations Commis-
sion on Human Rights in Geneva, Switzer-
land. Before the U.ig\T. General Assembly, he
exposed the U.S. government's dismal
human rights record and its human rights
violations of U.S. political prisoners.

In addition, Alvaro spearheaded the
National Movement of La %aza, Stop the
Violence Youth Committee and the Prison-
ers Solidarity Committee in Houston.

On July 18, 1996, Sheriff Jack Mc-
Daniel of Alpine, Texas, attempted to assassi-
nate Alvaro but was thwarted when Alvaro
disarmed him. For this he was sentenced to

(formerly David Rice), have been incarcer-
ated on life sentences for the 1971 bombing
death of an Omaha policeman. Both have
insisted they never manufactured a bomb,

and never instructed a 16-year-old to make a
911 call to lure police to a trap which would
kill one policeman and badly injure another.

So much evidence has come to light

since their convictions to corroborates their
story that Amnesty International and the
Lincoln NAAGCP have called for their release,
or for a new trial.

Mondo We Langa was a known member of |
the NCCF. (National Committee to Combat
Fascism) This group consisted of Black Pan-
ther members that were working to protect
the black community from police brutality.
David Rice was Minister of ]information in
the NCCF. Rice's political actions were a
large part of why he was convicted.
