Chip was a dedicated Panther, 
throwing himself into his political 
work, including the Party’s Free 
Breakfast Program, the tutorial 
program, selling Panther papers, 
political education classes and 
other projects. In 1969 (he was 19) 
he was convicted and sentenced 
to death for his participation in a 
police shoot out. In 1972 
California abolished the death 
penalty and he was resentenced
to Life WITH the possibility of 
parole. But because of his 
political beliefs he remains in
prison while 98% of people 
in death row in California in 
1972 have been released.
